
PROJECT SPOTLIGHT
Virginia DOT
The Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) selected Roadware to perform data col-
lection for pavement condition reporting and videolog along 1,878 miles of Asphalt pave-
ments, 569 miles of Concrete pavements on selected highways, and 481 miles of ramps
and loops during the spring and summer of 2005. A primary requirement for this project
was that all data be consistent, repeatable, and satisfy VDOT's current approach and rating
protocols. These data are the first step of a larger program planned for incorporating accu-
rate images and data into the agency's Asset Management System.

In order to provide data meeting VDOT's expectations, Roadware implemented WiseCrax
distress rating software - obtaining the most accurate and objective results achievable for
asphalt paved sections. For concrete sections, Roadware's DRate software was utilized.
DRate features unmatched rating review facilities. Periodic control sites and blind audits
verified the consistency and accuracy of all raters on an on-going basis for the duration of
the project.

An extra step, Independent Validation and Verification (IV&V), was taken to ensure the reli-
ability of processed data as well. An independent quality assurance firm was incorporated
into Roadware's project team. Quality Engineering Services (QES) reviewed processed data
for conformance to VDOT's quality standards prior to each data submittal. "This IV&V
approach to address project start-up efforts and quality management is a best practice
others should follow," reports VDOT Program Manager Charles Larson, PE, PMP.
The first year of condition reporting and videolog has been finalized, and future year
renewals are underway - with an increase in planned mileage for upcoming collection
cycles.

City of Hamilton Receives InfraGuide's National Award of Excellence
The City of Hamilton has been selected to receive InfraGuide's first National Award
of Excellence. This award was designed to recognize leadership and innovation in
municipal infrastructure management, utilizing InfraGuide's principles and guide-
lines for infrastructure sustainability.

When The City of Hamilton's Asset Management Department undertook to com-
pile an asset inventory, Roadware was selected as the vendor of choice. 
Roadware provided to the City all specified types of signs and catch basins, with a
positional accuracy of +/- 1.5 meters. All asset information was loaded into the
City's Hansen asset management module. Roadware also provided a video log of
the surveyed area along with VisiData (internal) and VisiWeb (external - web
based) viewing software.
